Tips to Help Your Child Get Ready for Kindergarten

1. Teach them to use the bathroom independently.

a. Snap, unsnap, button, unbutton clothing

b. Flush

c. Wash hands

2. Show them the playground

a. Bells and whistles mean freeze.  Freeze means do not talk, walk, or move until given further direction.

b. Walk to line-up place.

c. Always walk if you have a backpack.

d. Slides are for going DOWN, one child at a time.  No climbing UP the slide.

e. Swings are for sitting.

f. When climbing, use both hands.

g. Tan bark stays on the ground.  NO THROWING.

3. Teach your child to recognize his or her printed name.

a. Start the name with an upper case letter.

b. The rest of the name has lower case letter.  Example:  John, Kathy.

4. Practice using scissors and crayons.

5. Teach them to put things away.

Your child will need . . .
1. To wear comfortable shoes that can be PLAYED in.

a. No sandals or slip on shoes.

b. Shoes should not be too big or too small for your child.
